Job Overview. CCF is seeking a full-time ANIMAL CARE KEEPER for its cheetah rescue facility in Hargeisa,
Somaliland. The CCF facility provides housing and veterinary care for cheetah cubs confiscated by the
Somaliland government authorities from the illegal wildlife trade. The position requires keepers to work
with a team of local and international keepers, veterinarians, and vet techs under the supervision of the
Project Manager, Animal Care Manager, and the Project Director. Applicants have an opportunity to make a
daily difference in the lives of the rescued cats, help educate the public about the importance of
preserving wildlife and work alongside Somaliland people, providing another opportunity to learn a new
language and culture. In addition, this Keeper position will work with our team towards the development of
a permanent cheetah sanctuary in Geed Deeble Reserve, in a natural area outside of Hargeisa city.

Responsibiliti nd Main Duties:

e Assure a high standard of animal care husbandry and health

e Duties will include but are not limited to all aspects of the daily management of the cheetahs and
other animals in our care, including cleaning, feeding, enrichment, detailed record keeping,
behavioral observations, diet preparation, general maintenance, husbandry training, and assisting
with veterinary care

e Interact with visitors and guests to the facility

e Required to work 45 hours per week, however due to the nature of the job, longer hours may be
required to care for the animals and facilities

e Other duties as assigned by the Managers

Requirements:
