RESTORING THE GRASSLANDS

The Cheetah Conversation Fund’'s Bush Project was developed to help
thin the bush and restore the savannah to a more natural state. CCF
produces Bushblok, a low-emission high heat fuel log made from
selectively harvested encroaching bush.

CCF's Bushblok has obtained certification from the Forest Stewardship
Council, confirming that CCF manages forest resources responsibly and
sustainably. The project currently employs 30 Namibians.

Programs like Bushblok offer hope. But to save the cheetahs, we
must save the world.
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
